
UWC THAILAND SCHOOL FEES

These fees are not applicable to those who are nominated to attend UWC Thailand by their National Committee or Global Selection Programme.

Once school or other fees have been paid to the school, they will not be refunded for any reason. There is a 5% sibling discount on school 
fees for the second child, 15% for the third child, 25% for the fourth child, and 50% for the fifth child attending school at the same time.

UWC Thailand school fees are reviewed annually by the School Board.

NON-REFUNDABLE, ONE-TIME  ENROLMENT FEES 2024/2025

The Enrolment Fees payment guarantees the seat for the start date o� ered on the Acceptance Letter. Should the family choose to postpone
the start date, the seat can no longer be guaranteed and the one-time Enrolment Fees will not be refunded.

• Uniforms: All uniforms are available through the school’s Uniform Shop and must be purchased by parents. 
• Bus Service Optional: Fees and route information will be shared by our Admissions Team upon request.
• Examination Entry Charges: If relevant, external examinations (such as IB Diploma Programme, MPSAT, SAT, TOEFL and any

others) will be invoiced separately.
• Student Support Services: Significant special education needs will carry an additional cost, as communicated individually to each 

family at the time of servicing review.
• Manta Parent-Teacher Association (Manta PTA): An annual fee supports Manta PTA operations to benefit students and the school 

community directly. The Manta PTA fee is currently THB 500. Any increase in the amount of the fee will be voted on in the Annual 
General Meeting in June 2024 and any remaining difference invoiced prior to the start of the new school year, as applicable.

• Accelerated English Language Acquisition Programme: This programme is billed in set cycles over the year for students who qualify 
for this additional support need. 

• Co-curricular Programming: Activities, clubs and teams associated with our co-curricular programming may include
additional service charges. Any additional charges are communicated upfront during the co-curricular activity sign-up periods.

• Sports Teams, Travelling Competitors: If your child is selected for, and chooses to participate in, competitions requiring extensive 
travel, or if they are part of a competitive sports team, additional charges may apply.
